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This session will explore the origins and background of the unique K-Entrepreneurship that drove
the rapid growth and development of the Korean economy, shedding light on the secrets of Korea's
economic success. It will discuss how Korean entrepreneurship functioned as a key factor in creating
an economic miracle and examine the innovative management strategies of entrepreneurs based
on this. Additionally, the session will analyze from various perspectives how the core values of
K-Entrepreneurship contributed to Korea's economic growth.
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The Korean Academic Society of Business Administration (KASBA) declared Jinju City as the Capital
of Korean Entrepreneurship on July 10, 2018, for the following reasons. First, Seungsan Village in Jisu-
myeon, Jinju City, is symbolic as the “cradle of business” where the founders of Korea's four major
global companies—Samsung, LG, GS, and Hyosung—spent their formative years. Second, with a rich
history, Jinju has its unique cultural and spiritual values which have been passed down through the
philosophy of Nammyeong Jo Shik, contributing to Jinju's distinct identity.

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- The roots of Jinju K-Entrepreneurship lies in the Kyeong-ui Spirit of Nammyeong Jo Shik

- The spirit of Kyeong-ui influenced the spirit of wealth of Heo Jun(Jisinjeong) from Seungsan Village,
Jisu-myeon, Jinju City

- Heo Jun's philosophy, in turn, had an impact on the entrepreneurship of Korea's first-generation founders
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Jisu Elementary School, established in 1921, is an institution that was attended by some of South
Korea's most prominent entrepreneurs, including LEE Byung-chull, the founder of Samsung Group,
and KOO In-hwoi, the founder of LG Group. Jisu Elementary School was one of the first schools
established in Jinju, and in the 1980s, around 30 of the top 100 business leaders in South Korea were
alumni of this school.

On March 29, 2022, Jisu Elementary School was remodeled and reopened as the Jinju
K-Entrepreneurship Center. The center consists of an exhibition hall, an education center, an
experience center, and a specialized library. The Education Center, dedicated to fostering
K-Entrepreneurship, has provided education and training to over 7000 CEQOs of small and venture
companies to date and has also conducted the “Jinju K-Entrepreneurship Education for Elementary,
Middle, and High School Students” for more than 1,500 students.

Seungsan Village in Jisu-myeon, Jinju, Gyeongsangham-do, is known as the “cradle of business
leaders” and “village of entrepreneurs,” where the founders of global companies like Samsung, LG,
GS, and Hyosung grew up and interacted with each other. Currently, in Seungsan Village, you can
find the birthplace of KOO In-hwoi, the founder of LG Group; the main family house of KOO Cha-
won of LIG Group; the birthplace of HUR Joon-koo, the founder of GS Group; the house of his father,
HUR Man-jung(Hyoju); and the old house of his grandfather, HUR Joon(Jishinjeong). In the middle
of the village is the house of Hur Soon-gu, where LEE Byung-chull, the founder of Samsung, stayed
while attending the former Jisu Elementary School. Just around another corner, you can also find the
birthplace of HEO Koo-yeon, the president of KBO (Korea Baseball Organization)
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The Jinju Namgang Yudeung (Lantern) Festival is a representative lantern festival of Sounth Korea,
held every fall around the Nam River and Jinjuseong Fortress in Jinju City. The festival is said to have
originated during the Battle of Jinjuseong in the Imjin War when lanterns were floated on the Nam
River to prevent the Japanese army from crossing the river and to send messages of well-being to
the soldiers' families. During the festival, colorful lanterns are beautifully displayed around the Nam
River and Jinjuseong Fortress, lighting up the night and creating a magnificent spectacle. The festival
also features various events, such as hanging wish lanterns, floating lanterns on the river, fireworks
displays, cultural performances, and traditional experience programs, attracting numerous visitors to
Jinju City every year. The Festival has been designated as a “Representative Festival of Korea" by the
Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism and has been selected as a “Korea Global Nurturing Festival”
for five consecutive years. This year's Jinju Namgang Yudeung Festival will be held from October 5 to
October 20.
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
